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[image: image2.png]An aeolian harp,or wind harp, is a
musical instrument that is "played” by
the wind. It is named for Aeolus, the

ancient Greek god of the wind. The

traditional aeolian harp is a wooden box
including a sounding board, with strings
stretched lengthwise across two bridges.
It is placed in a slightly opened window
where the wind can blow across the
strings to produce sounds.




[image: image3.png]Bagpipes are musical instruments with
reed pipes that are sounded by the
pressure of wind emitted from a bag
squeezed by the player's arm. Bagpipes
are often associated with Scotland, but
are also used in folk music in Ireland,
Northumberland, and France,

with four strings. It is a member of the
violin family of musical instruments,
which also includes the violin, viola and
the contrabass.

The word derives from the Italian
'violoncello’. A person who plays a cello
is called a cellist.

The drum is a member of the
percussion group of musical
instruments. Drums have at least one
membrane, called a drumhead or drum
skin, that is stretched over a shell and
struck, either with the player’s hands,
or with a drumstick, to produce sound.
Drums are the world's oldest musical
instruments, and the basic design has
remained virtually unchanged for
thousands of years.




[image: image6.png]An electric guitar is a guitar that uses
electricity to convert vibrations of its
metal strings into electric audio signals.
The signal generated by an electric
guitar is too weak to drive a
loudspeaker, so it has to be amplified.
Invented in 1931, the electric guitar
has become a stringed musical
instrument capable of making many
different sounds and styles.




[image: image7.png]The flute is a musical instrument of the
woodwind family. Unlike woodwind
instruments with reeds, a flute is an

aerophone, or reedless wind instrument,

that produces its sound from the flow of
air across an opening.

Flutes are some of the oldest known
musical instruments. A number of flutes
dating to about 40,000 to 35,000
years ago have been found in Germany.
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A glockenspiel is a percussion
instrument composed of a set of tuned
keys arranged in the fashion of the
keyboard of a piano. In this way, it is
similar to the xylophone; however, the
xylophone's bars are made of wood,
while the glockenspiel's are metal plates
or tubes. The glockenspiel is usually
smaller and higher in pitch than a
xylophone.
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The harmonica, also called a mouth
organ, is a wind instrument used in
blues and American folk music, jazz,
country music, and rock and roll. It is
played by blowing air into it or drawing
air out by placing lips over individual
holes or multiple holes.




[image: image10.png]The Irish Flute is a simple wooden flute
with holes down its length. The holes
can be covered to produce different
notes. Early Irish Flutes were made
rom traditional concert flutes, mainly by
folk musicians who could pick them up
cheaply from concert musicians who
were replacing them with the newly
popular Western concert flutes in the
late 19th century.




[image: image11.png]The Jew's harp is thought to be one of
the oldest musical instruments in the
world; a musician playing it can be seen
in a Chinese drawing from the 4th
century BC. Despite its common English
name it has no connection with the
Jewish people or Judaism. It consists of
a flexible metal or bamboo reed
attached to a frame. The reed is placed
in the performer's mouth and plucked
with the finger to produce a note.




[image: image12.png]The kazoo is a wind instrument which
adds a "buzzing” sound to a player’s
voice when you speak into it.
Noise is made by humming, rather than
blowing, into the kazoo.




[image: image13.png]The lute is a plucked string instrument
with a neck (either fretted or unfretted)
and a deep round back.

The lute is used in a great variety of
instrumental music from the early
Renaissance to the late Baroque eras. It
is also an accompanying instrument,
especially in vocal works.
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A mandolin is a musical instrument in
the lute family. The mandolin comes in
many shapes—but generally round or
teardrop-shaped, sometimes with scrolls
or other projections. A mandolin may
have f-holes, or a single round or oval
sound hole. Modern mandolins have
four pairs of metal strings, which are
plucked with a plectrum.
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A nyckelharpa is a traditional Swedish
musical instrument. It is a string
instrument. Its keys are attached to
tangents which, when a key is pressed,
serve as frets to change the pitch of the
string.




[image: image16.png]The oboe is a double reed musical
instrument of the woodwind family.
The pitch of the oboe is affected by the
way in which the reed is made. A
modern oboe has 45 pieces of keywork.
The keys are usually made of nickel
silver, and are silver or occasionally
gold-plated.




[image: image17.png]The piano is a musical instrument
played by means of a keyboard. It is
one of the most popular instruments in
the world. Pressing a key on the piano's
keyboard causes a felt-covered hammer
to strike steel strings, producing sound.
Although not portable and often
expensive, the piano's versatility has
made it one of the world’s most familiar
musical instruments.
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The quena is the traditional flute of the
Andes. Usually made of bamboo or
wood, it has 6 finger holes and one
thumb hole and is open on both ends.
To produce sound, the player closes the
top end of the pipe with the flesh
between his chin and lower lip, and
blows a stream of air along the pipe,
over a notch cut into the end.
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The recorder is a woodwind musical
instrument of the family known as fipple
flutes - whistle-like instruments which
include the tin whistle and ocarina. The
recorder is end-blown and has holes for
seven fingers and one for the thumb of
the uppermost hand.
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The saxophone is a musical instrument
that is a member of the woodwind
family. Saxophones are usually made of
brass and played with a single-reed
mouthpiece similar to that of the
clarinet. The saxophone was invented by
the Belgian clarinetist, Adolphe Sax in
1846.




[image: image21.png]The trumpet is the musical instrument
with the highest pitch in the brass
family. Trumpets are among the oldest
musical instruments dating back to at
least 1500 BC. They are constructed of
brass tubing bent twice into an oblong
shape, and are played by blowing air
through closed lips, producing a
"buzzing” sound.




[image: image22.png]The ukelele is classified as a plucked
lute; it is a subset of the guitar family of
instruments, with four nylon or gut
strings.

The ukulele originated in the 19th
century in Hawaii. It gained great
popularity elsewhere in the United
States during the early 20th century,
and from there spread internationally.




[image: image23.png]The violin is a string instrument, usually
with four strings. It is the smallest,
highest-pitched member of the violin
family of string instruments, which

includes the viola and cello. The violin

is sometimes informally called a fiddle.




[image: image24.png]Wind chimes are chimes constructed
from suspended tubes, rods, bells or
other objects. They are hung outside
buildings and in gardens where wind
causes them to twinkle. They can be
made of metal, wood, glass, bamboo,

shell, stone or pottery.

Different types of wind chimes have
been used in modern music and are

listed as a percussion instrument.




[image: image25.png]The xylophone is a musical instrument in
the percussion family. It consists of
wooden bars of various lengths that are
struck by plastic, wooden, or rubber
mallets. Each bar is tuned to a specific
pitch of the musical scale.
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The yangqin is a Chinese string
instrument also known as a hammered
dulcimer. It is played by hitting strings
with a pair of small bamboo hammers.
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The zither is a string ‘:Lrnstrur{érfc, played
by strumming or plucking the strings like
a guitar.
