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 [image: image2.png]Before you write your ending reread the
beginning to see if you can make a link to
where or how the story began, or point out

how things have changed.
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Describe or show the main character’s feelings.

Write dialogue between the main characters about the
events in the story.

Comment on events, or what has been learnt.

Look to the future.
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How you end a piece of non-fiction writing will depend on

the genre of text you are writing.
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The end of a piece of writing which gives instructions
should have the last stage or step of the process.

The end of a piece of writing which gives an explanation
should have the last stage or step in the process and a

summary of the key points.
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The end of a piece of persuasive writing should have a
powerful statement about the argument or a question.
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The end of a recount should have a final comment
reflecting on the events - why they were important,
interesting etc.
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The end of a discussion should draw a conclusion from

the opposing views, usually coming down on one side of

the argument.
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
