Anne Frank lived at a time B
when Adolf Hitler became &
leader of Germany. His
government, known as the
Nazis, did not like people
who were Jewish. They
told people not to shop in §

laws that made it very
difficult for Jewish people.
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Like many Jewish people,
Anne’s family decided to
leave their homes and
move to other countries, in
order to try and avoid ‘
being harassed because of
their religion. Anne and
her family moved to
Amsterdam, Holland.
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In 1940 Holland was
invaded by the Germans.
Once again they began
persecuting the Jews living
there. Anne and her sister
Margot had to go to a
separate school for Jewish
children. Her father was not
allowed to own his own
business because of the new
rules set out by the Nazis.

People helped
them by bringing food and news of
the outside world. Anne faithfully
filled in her diary, recording details
about the people around her. She
enjoyed writing and realized that
she wanted to be a writer when she
grew up and that her experiences
would make a great novel one day.
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A Tragle Betrayal
Anne did not live to see her ~ [ o
dream of being a writer come
true. Someone told the Nazis
about their hiding place and
they were all arrested in
1945. Anne and her sister
Margot were sent to a
concentration camp called

Bergen-Belsen. They both
died there.
