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[image: image12.png]I am a tiny amphibian measuring 2.5cm long,
but T am considered one of Earth’s most
poisonous animals. We come in a range of bright
colours—uyellows, oranges, reds, greens and
blues. The colourful designs tell potential
predators, "I'm toxic. Don't eat me." We capture
our prey with a long, sticky tongue that darts
out and zaps the unsuspecting bugs, including
fruit flies, ants, termites, young crickets, and tiny
beetles. We live in the rain forests of Central
and South America. Tiny discs on our toes help
us cling to vegetation.
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[image: image13.png][ am an insect that lives in a nest that is the size

of a small car, and home to over 5 million family

members! Each nest contains millions of workers
and soldiers, but only one queen. I can carry
over 50 times my body weight. I collect leaves
from every layer of the forest and bring them

back to the nests. In the nest we use the leaves

to grow a special type of fungus, our only food

source.
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I am the largest snake in the world. I can reach M

a length of 9m and weigh up to 227kg. I kill
my prey, including fish, small deer and even
jaguars, by wrapping my body around it and
squeezing until it stops breathing. Then I open
my mouth wide enough to swallow the prey
whole. I hunt on land but I prefer to stay in
swamps or slow moving rivers. I live in the
tropics of South America. Most of us are found
along the Amazon and Orinoco rivers.
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We are found in rivers across South America M

and are known for our shark like feeding
frenzies. We live for about 25 years and grow to
about 30cm long. We swim and feed in large
groups, sometimes as many as 1000 of us group
together. We have very sharp, triangular teeth
and strong jaws — we can bite through steel
fishing hooks! We usually eat animals that are
smaller than ourselves, including insects, small
fish and crustaceans but we also scavenge on
larger prey that is injured or dead.

Most of us eat seeds but some of us also eat
fruit, nectar flowers or small insects. Many of us
are brightly coloured. We are the only birds
that can use our foot to bring food up to our
mouth.

America. I am most easily recognised by my
yellow bill which can be up to 20cm long! I use
my bill to reach fruit on branches that are too
weak to support my weight. I also eat insects
and, sometimes, young birds, eggs, or lizards. I
live in a small group of 6 friends; we all nest in
tree holes. I usually lay between two and four
eggs each year, both me and my mate care for
our young.

I spend most of
the time eating a variety of plants, along with a
few insects and worms. At night I make a nest
to sleep in. Some of us nest in trees, making
beds of bent branches, while others nest in
grasses on the ground. The leader of our family
is called a silverback because of the band of grey

hair on his back. He weighs 180kg and is over
bft talll When he gets excited or spots an
enemy he stands up and slaps his cupped hands

against his chest.
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[image: image19.png]I live in the tropical rainforests of Asia and my
name means ‘person of the forest’. I spend most
of my time in trees, using my long, powerful
arms and hooked hands and feet to swing from
branch to branch. I find most of my food in the
trees, including fruit, nuts, bark and other parts
of the trees. Sometimes I might eat insects, such
as ants and termites, or birds eggs. I even get
the water I need by finding it in hollows and on
leaves. At night I make a bed of leaves and
twigs high up in the fork of a tree.
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[image: image20.png]I am the largest big cat in South America and
live in the Amazon rainforest. I love water and
am quite a good swimmer. I eat fish, turtles, and
caiman, but I also eat larger animals such as
deer, cows, and tapirs. Sometimes I climb trees
and jump on unsuspecting prey, killing them with
one powerful bite through the neck or head. I
live alone and warn others to stay away from
my territory by scratching trees and marking the
area with my waste.
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[image: image21.png]I live on the African island of Madagascar
with a troop of 20 friends and family
members. In the morning we like to
sunbathe to get warm before moving up
into the trees to feed on fruits, leaves and
sometimes insects. I am 42cm tall and
weigh just over 2kg. Most members of my

troop are females and they are in charge.
When territorial fights between groups
occur, the females threaten the females in
the opposing group by leaping and darting
toward them. The male lemurs tend to
hang back until the battle is over.
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
