The Temple of Artemis, also sometimes known as the
Temple of Diana, was a Greek temple dedicated to
the goddess Artemis. It was located in Ephesus,
Turkey. The first temple was built in the Bronze Age,
it was rebuilt in the 7th

century BC following a

flood. The temple was then

destroyed by fire before

being rebuilt for the third

time! Only foundations and ¥

fragments of the temple

remain today.
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Mausolus, was a tomb built between 353 and 350BC
at Haltcarnassus Turkey. It was built for Mausolus a
satrap in the Persian Empire, prmme
and Artemisia II of Caria,
his wife. The Mausoleum
was 45m tall and each of
the four sides was decorated
with sculpted pictures.
Historians think the tomb
was ruined by an
earthquake between the
‘ 12th century Ad and 1402.
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“ 0] The Colossus of Rhodes was a
statue of the Greek Titan
Helios, built in the city of
Rhodes on the island of Es
Rhodes between 292 and 280
BC. It was constructed to |

celebrate Rhode’s victory over L /
the ruler of Cyprus, whose son r——a' =4
unsuccessfully besieged =1
Rhodes in 305BC. The

Colossus of Rhodes stood over

30m high. It was destroyed

m the earthquake of 226BC.




[image: image9.png]The Lghthouse of Alexandria,
also known as the Pharos of
Alexandria, was a tower built
between 280 and 247BC on
the island of Pharos at
Alexandria, Egypt for the

purpose of guiding sailors into

the port. It stood at a height

of between 120 to 140m. The

lighthouse was damaged by

three earthquakes between

956 and 1323, it became an
/i abandoned ruin.
