Very little is really
known about Saint
Andrew himself. He was
thought to have been a
fisherman in Galilee,
along with his elder
brother Simon Peter.
Both became followers
of Jesus Christ.
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Saint Andrew was put
to death by the
Romans in Southern
Greece.

He was crucified on a
diagonal cross. This
shape of cross became
known as The Cross
of Saint Andrew.
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His bones were placed in
a tomb. 300 years later
the Emperor Constantine
wanted to move the

bones to Constantinople.
Saint Rule (also known as §
St Regulus) was warned
in a dream that the

bones were to be moved. i
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An angel told St Rule
that he should take
some of Saint Andrew's
bones to the ends of
the earth for safe
keeping. St Rule took
a tooth, an arm bone,
a kneecap and some
fingers from the tomb.
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Scotland was close to
the end of the known F=
world at that time. St E
Rule was shipwrecked,
with his precious carg
at a Pictish settlement
on the East Coast of
Scotland. This later
became Saint Andrews.
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The relics were placed in
a chapel. This chapel
was replaced by the
Cathedral of St Andrews
in 1160. St Andrews
became the religious
capital of Scotland and
many pilgrims came to
view the relics.
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The larger part of \
St. Andrew's

from
Constantinople in
1210 and are now
in Amalfi in
Southern Italy.
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
