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Generally a ficticious story
although may be based on

fact. Can be written in
different genres, eg
traditional tale, adventure,
science flctlon historical.
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Describes what something is

or was like and provides
information about it, eg a
leaflet, a report on a school
project, a letter, news report.
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Explains how or why
something happens or works.

Eg presentation slides to
explain how a bicycle works, a
written explanation of what
causes the seasons.
