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In Tudor times poor people would
eat a kind of soup called Pottage
with bread. They also ate lots of
vegetables. Some poor people
could afford to keep animals to

provide eggs, milk and butter.
They ate some meat - they could
catch and eat rabbits and would
eat chickens they reared
themselves. They could also buy
beef at the market.




[image: image5.png]Rich people ate many
different meats including
rabbit, boar, pork, beef,
deer, chicken, peacock and
lamb. They also ate pies,

tarts and whatever
vegetables were in season.
The potato was only
introduced to the UK during
Elizabeth I's reign and they
were only eaten by the rich.
